¢ Inner moulded hull bottom, structural grid laminated to
the hull. Hull portlights in saloon and front cabin.

e Deck in PVC foam core sandwich, moulded by injection
process (Resin Transfer Moulding) giving significant wei-
ght saving and an excellent interior finish.

e Draft: 1.90m, cast iron keel, bolt loads taken up by stain-
less steel backing plate.

e Semi-elliptical rudder, filled with closed cell epoxy
foam. Stainless steel solid stock.
